4. A letter from your Department/Division Chair that certifies you are in good standing in your Department, that the Chair will allow study leave to attend the Annual Meeting & OTO EXPO plus an observership of one or two weeks, and describes your strong qualifications for the scholarship.
5. An invitation letter from the US otolaryngology program where you will spend your observership.

6. India only: verification from the Association of Otolaryngologists of India (AOI) that the applicant is a bona fide AOI member in good standing.

International Visiting Scholars: Purpose and Eligibility

International Visiting Scholarships are for international physicians from developing countries, and from India and Turkey, who have completed or are currently in otolaryngology training 1) to attend the American Academy of Otolaryngology—Head and Neck Surgery Foundation (AAO-HNSF) 2010 Annual Meeting & OTO EXPO, September 26-29, 2010, Boston, Massachusetts, USA, and 2) to spend one or two weeks studying in an otolaryngology department in the U.S.A.
Each grant of US $2,000 will not fully cover the expenses of attending the Annual Meeting & OTO EXPO and the observership. The grantee is expected to provide additional funds to cover these costs.
The International Visiting Scholar grants are for international otolaryngologists in junior faculty academic positions, in residency training or not more than five years from completing residency training and age under 40 years, from a country designated by the WHO as developing, based on the World Bank 2006 GNP per capita income data, see HINARI Phase 1 (70 countries) or Phase 2 (38 countries).
Note: India and Turkey

India: In addition for the first time, one new International Visiting Scholarship is available to an otolaryngologist residing in India, who meets the above criteria and is a member of the Association of Otolaryngologists of Indi (AOI), as verified by the AOI. This grant is made possible through the generous support of the American Association of Otolaryngologists of Indian Heritage. 

Turkey: Also, this year, one new International Visiting Scholarship is available to an otolaryngologist residing in Turkey, who meets the above criteria. This grant is made possible through the generous support of Dr Nikhil J. Bhatt, chair, International Otolaryngology Committee, in honor of Turkey a 2010 guest country for the Annual Meeting & OTO EXPO. 

The following are NOT eligible for these grants: 
· Citizens of the U.S.A. or of developed countries defined by the WHO.
· Foreign nationals who have previously attended an AAO-HNSF Annual Meeting & OTO EXPO.
· Individuals more than five years out of residency or over 40 years of age as of October 1 of the scholarship year. 

Candidates may be nominated by the candidate’s national society or by a non-profit organization known to the Humanitarian Efforts, International Otolaryngology, or Panamerican Committees.
